1. INTRODUCTION

This handbook identifies the crop- specific procedurd requirements for adjusting Multiple Peril Crop Insurance
(MPCI) lossesin auniform and timely manner. These procedures, which include crop appraisd methods and
claims completion ingructions, supplement the generd (not crop- specific) procedures, forms, and manuas for
loss adjustment identified in the Loss Adjustment Manua (LAM).

2. SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS

This handbook remains in effect until superseded by reissuance of either the entire handbook or selected
portions (through dipsheets or bulleting). If dipsheets have been issued for a handbook, the original handbook
as amended by dipsheet pages shall condtitute the handbook. A bulletin can supersede ether the origind
handbook or subsequent dipshests.

A. DISTRIBUTION

The following is the minimum digtribution of forms completed by the adjuster for the loss adjustment
ingpection:

Onelegible copy to theinsured. The origind and dl remaining copies as ingructed by the
insurance provider.

inthe U.S. Standards for Grades of Apples. Sunburn damage materially
detracts from the gppearance, or the edible or shipping quaity of the apple.

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D. HANDLING APPRAISAL DISCREPANCIES

If the insured disagrees with the appraisal, make arrangements for leaving representetive trees
UNHARVESTED and for ingpecting those trees when the apples are ready to harvest (see harvested
production appraisa procedure). The adjuster and insured should jointly determine the trees to be
selected for this representative sample. Make a sketch map of the orchard and mark the sample trees
by row number and tree count within the chosen row. An adjuster must be present when the
representative trees are harvested.

E. APPRAISING APPLESWITH POTENTIAL E.COLI CONTAMINATION

1.  When gppraisng potentia apple production with potentid E. coli contamination, use the
applicable RMA-approved apple loss adjustment procedures to select samples, and
document appraised and harvested potential production.

2. Any mature gpples on the ground (grounders) which meet or exceed the applicable minimum
grade standards for the policy WILL BE COUNTED as production to count UNLESS such fruit
is unmarketable due to potential E. coli contamination. For each orchard or block being
appraised, any apples (including grounders) that meet the applicable grade requirements of the
policy that are potentidly contaminated by E. coli, and are NOT deliver ed to a processor,
buyer or packer, enter in item 13 (Natura Culls) on the Apple Qudity Adjusment Appraisa
Worksheet the number of potential E. coli contaminated apples from each representative
sample.

3. Any mature apples picked up, delivered to, and purchased by a packer, processor, or other
buyer will be counted as production to count. Document such production in item 16 (Gross
Production) on the Apple Quality Adjustment Worksheet, as applicable. Document any
additional pertinent information in the Remarks section that describes where and when this
production was harvested.

4.  For Uninsured Causes. Any gpple production on the ground due to uninsured causes (e.g.,
such aswind drops due to not harvesting timely) will be considered production to count.
For harvested gppraisals only, enter the number of boxes or bushels of applesthat are
damaged by uninsured causesin item 20 (Uninsured Causes) on the Apple Quality  Adjustment
Worksheet.

NOTE: FOR APPRAISED APPLE PRODUCTION ONLY: Any representative apple
samples damaged by uninsured causes are to be counted and documented in item 13 (Natural
Culls); therefore, no additiond item entries are required in item 20 (Uninsured Causes) on the
Apple Quality Adjustment Workshest.
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5. APPRAISAL METHODS

A. GENERAL INFORMATION

These ingtructions provide information on gppraisal methods for:

Appraisal Methods. . . .. Use ......

Apple Production Appraisas when there is any production that will be left
unharvested; or will be sold by direct marketing;
for conflict of interest appraisas, and for APH
purposes.

Apple Qudity Adjusment Appraisals when there isinsured damage and the insured
selects basic coverage; basic coverage plus

and the "Sunburn” Option.

Representative Tree Appraisas the production harvested from the representative
trees to determine the yield per acre.

Harvested Acreage Appraisas the average yield per acre from harvested
acreage asthe gppraisa per acre for unharvested
acreage.
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B. UNHARVESTED PRODUCTION APPRAISALS

(1) AppleProduction Appraisals.

(@ Record by variety and acreage:

1  Thenumber of apples per tree,
2  Thenumber of apples per box or bushd, and
3  Appraised production caculations based on the number of gpples per tree and the number

of apples per box or bushel.

(b) Appraised amounts of production will be transferred to either the AQA Worksheet or the
Production Workshest, as applicable.

(c) Apprasa method:

1  Sdect sampletrees and sample fruit as stated in section 4.

2  Count and record the number of apples per tree. Make counts when al chemical and hand
thinning has been completed.

3 Count and record on the APA Worksheset, the number of apples per bushd or box.

a  For early pre-harvest appraisals. After dl chemicd and hand thinning (and before

apples have reached mature Size), determine the average number of apples per box or
bushd. Thisinformation can be obtained from the grower (ask the insured the fruit
Sze, for the acreage being apprai sed, processor, or extenson sarvice, etc.). Enter the
average number (e.g., 100, 110, etc.) on the APA Worksheet and note the source of
the information

b  For near harvest appraisals:

i Use gpple 9zing rings to determine fruit Sze. Randomly select 10 fruit from each
sample tree and determine fruit Sze.  Determine the number of fruit per
box/bushel based on the fruit Sze. Record the number of fruit per box/bushd on
the APA Workshest.

i Andternaive method of determining the number of fruit per box or bushd isto
randomly select 10 gpples from the sample tree and weigh them, round weight to
tenths of apound. Use the following formula to caculate the number of gpples
per box or bushel, as applicable.
