WRITTEN AGREEMENT OPTIONAL AND REQUIRED RECONCILIATION REPORTS
Based on the discussions from the May 2007 IT Managers Meeting the current Written Agreement processing for reconciliation reviews will be changing. Written Agreements identified for reconciliation processing will now be placed into two categories, required and optional. 
The weekly text reports will be divided into two files instead of three, one for optional and one for required reconciliation.  AIP’S must reconcile written agreements listed in the required file and can reconcile optional written agreements at their discretion or at the request of the RMA Regional Office. Note that the contents of these files can change from week to week. Reconciliation can be done by resubmitting corrected data through DAS or by using the written agreement web application provided by RMA. The web application will now display information as optional or required. Any written agreement reconciled will be removed from the lists.

To obtain access to the web application AIP’S must submit a 586 security form. Once the user has been approved access will be provided.
The new files are named [aip code][reinsurance year]_[optional].txt and 
[aip code][reinsurance year]_[required].txt.  These files will be provided via IP servers the beginning of each week.

The following record descriptor defines both files.

Y    A matching acreage record for the WA crop policy found with matching
